Parameters are as follows.

Parameter Description
Columnno Column position, beginning from 1. Use 0 to specify all columns.
Newstyle If columnno > 0, newstyle indicates the style for the column. If columnno is 0, passes an @FM-delimited array of styles to replace

existing styles for each column in the edit table. Pass null to leave style intact.
