
SRP_JsonX_Clear
Deletes all elements in an object or array.

Syntax

SRP_JsonX_Clear(Path)

Returns

1 if successful, 0 if there was an error.

Parameters

Parameter Description

Path Path to an object or array whose elements to delete.

Remarks

SRP_JsonX_Clear clears all elements out of the object or array pointed to by Path. See  for more details.Paths
